underwear and a T-shirt. Additional 100g will be allowed for their weight category limits. 

Athletes must present accreditation card, IJF ID card and his/her passport (National ID Card

Judogi Control 

It will be operated with a Sokuteiki prior to the fight. Judogi must have an IJF Official Label 

“APPROVED JUDOGI” with an optical code which cannot be falsified. The label can be controlled  

 

with an optical lamp. Each of the competition clothing articles (jacket, trousers and belt) must have an 

IJF official label. 

Backnumber 

For further information on judogi rules please refer to the IJF SOR. Each competitor is obliged to have 

sewn on the back of his judogi a backnumber bearing their last (family) name and National Olympic 

Committee abbreviation. The last (family) name (and any part of their given (first) name) on the back 

number must have the same letters as that registered in judobase.org as this database provides the 

accreditation cards, athlete name on TV graphics and scoreboard etc.
